Search is possible by criteria including location, kosher level, denomination, 
number of visitors, gender and age.  Members have already signed up from 
Europe, the Middle East, North and South America and Central Asia.   
 

The Jewgether.org idea was initiated by 16 students from the Technion – 
Israel's Institute of Technology and the Haifa University in Israel.  The 
students graduated the StandWithUs Israel Fellowship, a year-long program 
which empowers Israeli students to be informed, active, articulate and 
globally-minded future leaders. It is the only program of its kind endorsed by 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. www.StandWithUs.co.il.
